Ch. Sambhajinagar, Nov
12 (UNI): The State Election
Commission has
announced that elections
to six municipal councils
and one nagar panchayat
in Chhatrapati Sambhaji
Nagar district will be held
on December 2, 2025, with
vote counting scheduled
for December 3.

A total of 2,34,163 voters
across 267 polling stations
will elect seven presidents
and 160 councillors
through direct voting.

The seven civic bodies
going to polls include
Vaijapur, Paithan, Kannad,
Silled, Gangapur,
Khuldabad, and Phulambri.
Reservation of municipal
president posts has been
allocated as follows:
Vaijapur (Urban Backward
Class), Paithan (General
‘Women), Kannad (General
Women), Sillod (General),

seats for each civic body
has been fixed as 25 seats
each for Vaijapur, Paithan,
and Kannad; 28 seats for
Sillod; 20 each for Gangapur
and Khuldabad; and 17
seats for Phulambri.

The electoral roll
includes 1,18,975 male
voters, 1,15,173 female
voters, and 15 voters
registered under the ‘other’
category. The voter
distribution by council is as
follows: Vaijapur —42,334
(male 21,343, female 20,991);
Paithan — 37.549 (male
19,025, female 18,524);
Kannad — 37,780 (male
18,818, female 18,818,
others 5); Sillod — 54,808
(male 28,276, female 26,529,
others 3); Gangapur —
29,287 (male 14,827, female

Govinda
released from
CritiCare
Hospital in
Mumbai

Mumbai, Nov 12 (UNI)
Veteran actor Govinda was
discharged from CritiCare
Hospital on Wednesday
morning after receiving
treatment for a brief health
complication. The sixty-
one-year-old performer,
who  was  admitted
following a spell of
dizziness and temporary
loss of consciousness,
interacted with reporters
upon his release and
attributed the incident to
overexertion during
physical exercise.

Speaking to the media,
Govinda explained that he
had been engaging in
strenuous workouts, which
led to fatigue and
disorientation. He stated that
he would now focus on Yoga
and breathing routines instead
of intense gym training,
emphasising that moderation
inphysical activity is essential
for maintaining health. The
actor confirmed that he
remains under medical
supervision and continues
to follow prescribed
medication and advice.

According to his legal
adviser and long-time
associate Lalit Bindal, the
actor experienced
disorientation around 8:30
p.m. on Tuesday while at his
residence. After briefly losing
consciousness, his family
sought immediate medical
consultation. Following a
doctor’srecommendation for
further evaluation, Govinda
was taken to the hospital
for observation and
treatment.Hospital
authorities stated that the
actor’s condition stabilised
shortly after admission, and
he waskeptunder observation
ovemight. He was discharged
the following morning once
doctors confirmed that his
vital parameters had
returned to normal.

Maharashtra
anti-terror squad
investigates Urdu

instructor;

raids in

Mumbra, Kurla

Mumbai, Nov 12 (UNI) :
The Maharashtra Anti-
Terrorism Squad (ATS)
carried out coordinated
search operations in
Mumbra’s Kausa locality
and Kurla on Wednesday
as part of an ongoing
investigation into
suspected radicalisation
activities. The raids
targeted premises linked to
a teacher identified as
Ibrahim Abidi, who,
according to investigators,
had been living in rented
accommodation in Mumbra
while visiting a Kurla
mosque every Sunday to
conduct Urdu classes.

ATS officials confirmed
that the searches were part
of a wider inquiry into
possible links with
extremist networks. The
agency also searched the
residence of Abidi’s
second wife in Kurla on
Tuesday. Investigators
suspect that the individual
may have been attempting
to influence young people
through radical teachings
or propaganda with
potential links to terrorist
activities. During the
operation, officials
recovered several
electronic devices, mobile
phones, storage drives,
and digital materials from
both locations. The seized
items have been forwarded
for forensic and technical
analysis to determine

whether any incriminating
data or communications are
connected to ongoing
terrorism-related
investigations.

Sources indicated that
the latest operation is likely
linked to an earlier case in
Pune, where the ATS
arrested a software
engineer, Zubair Ilyas
Hungergekar, for alleged
association with Al-Qaeda
in the Indian Subcontinent
(AQIS). Hungergekar was
accused of promoting
jihadist ideology and
circulating radical content
online. Preliminary analysis
suggests that the Mumbra
operation may form part of
the same investigative
chain, indicating possible
regional linkages across
Maharashtra.The raids come
amid heightened national
security measures following
the recent explosion near
Delhi’s Red Fort, which
resulted in several fatalities and
injuries. In the aftermath of
that incident, security
agencies have increased
surveillance and enforcement
activity across major cities.
Police units in Mumbai,
Thane, and Pune have
stepped up patrolling near
religious and public sites,
transport hubs, and sensitive
locations. Intelligence
agencies are maintaining close
coordination to pre-emptany
potential threats and ensure
public safety across the state.

Supriya Sule
writes to CM
over BJP's
induction of
individuals
linked to drugs

Mumbai, Nov 12 (UNI)
: Nationalist Congress
Party (Pawar faction)
working president Supriya
Sule wrote to Chief Minister
Devendra Fadnavis today
expressing serious concern
over reports that the BJP
inducted  individuals
allegedly involved in drug
trafficking during an event
held in Tuljapur.

Sule pointed out that
while every political party
has the right to expand its
base in a democratic setup,
this should not come at the
cost of encouraging anti-
social or criminal elements.

“Iam sure you will agree
that while increasing the
party’s strength, care must
be taken not to nurture
socially destructive
tendencies,” she stated in
her letter.

She expressed surprise
that the party's induction
ceremony took place at the
BIP office, in the presence
of senior party leaders
where people with alleged
criminal backgrounds were
welcomed.

Acknowledging the
Chief Minister’s busy
schedule, Sule noted that 1t
was possible Fadnavis
might not have been made
aware of the criminal
background of those who
were inducted. However,
she urged him to take
cognizance of the matter
and ensure that such
incidents do not recur,
emphasizing the
importance of protecting
public interest.
